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SOME SNOWMOBILE CLUBS have thousands of members; others 

merely have a couple dozen. Some snowmobile clubs manage hun-

dreds of miles of trails; others have a small network or don’t manage 

any at all.  Some clubs – often referred to as “working clubs” – focus 

almost exclusively on the work at hand of putting in and maintaining 

trails or land access; other clubs – often referred to as “social clubs” 

– exist primarily to get folks together to ride. Some clubs have been 

around since the late 1960s; others have been formed recently.  

There are snowmobile clubs in the farthest stretches of the 

Snowbelt – from the wilds of Alaska, across Canada, all over the 

Northeast, deep into the Upper Midwest, throughout the western 

mountain states and well beyond.

With so much disparity, what blanket statements can be made 

about virtually all snowmobile clubs? 

1)   All snowmobile clubs feature like-minded people who share 

a love of snowmobiling. Humans are likely to have differences 

of opinions on virtually any topic – from politics and religion to 

Coke vs. Pepsi. But there’s one thing that unites snowmobile 

club members, and it’s the same reason you’re reading this 

magazine: a passion for snowmobiling. 

2)   Virtually all snowmobile clubs want and need new members. 

New members bring new ideas and fresh energy into a club on a 

variety of topics – whether it’s the routing of trails, where to take 

future trips or other things with which the club deals. 

3)   All snowmobile clubs have members with varying levels 

of commitment. The typical club has a smaller core group 

that does most of the work and organizes the meetings, etc.; a 

middle group that helps here or there; and a passive group of 

members who pay their dues and can be counted as members. 

All of these people are important – a club needs “doers” who 

have the time and level of commitment to make stuff happen, 

but clubs also need numbers. Maybe you’re in a place in life – 

due to family commitments or other responsibilities – where 

you can’t be the most active member; join anyway. 

4)   All snowmobile clubs are important to the future of the 

sport. Clubs that secure land leases, plot paths, brush and 

clear the trails and then groom and manage them during the 

winter are obviously very important to the snowmobile trail 

network today, but other clubs can also be vital because they 

add to the political clout and economic impact that gives the 

snowmobiling community power. 

5)   Snowmobile club members know how to have fun. If done in 

partnership, even work projects like building bridges, pounding 

trail markers into the ground or hosting a landowners appreci-

ate dinner can be a lot of fun, not to mention the club trips and 

other in-season social affairs.  

6)   Most snowmobile clubs are integrated into their greater 

community. In many areas, snowmobile clubs participate in 

community festivals, fundraisers, charitable events and more. 

A good club knows how to make itself visible, friendly and ap-

proachable year-around. 

7)   Snowmobile clubs are the envy of most other social 

groups. Whether it’s by the ATV/UTV crowd, mountain bikers 

or even local Elks or Lions, snowmobiling’s grass roots network 

is often cited as the shining example of members who create 

and care for their infrastructure and join together to create 

political clout that is the ultimate goal for other groups. 

8)   Snowmobile clubs create communities. Whether they hold 

monthly meetings or just in-season gathering, host organized 

club rides or participate in Memorial Day parades and Labor 

Day picnics, snowmobile clubs get people together, create 

bonds and, most often, lifelong friends. It’s not uncommon for 

club members to go golfi ng, camping or motorcycling together, 

and often it’s the folks in their snowmobile club that are the fi rst 

to offer a helping hand in a time of need.      

Does this sound like the sort of people that you’d like to hang  out 

with? Hopefully it does! If so, it’s time that you found a club in your 

region, in the region where you like to ride – or both. 

On the next three pages is a list of forward-thinking snowmobile 

clubs in various states that are specifi cally reaching out to you and 

other riders, rolling out the proverbial red carpet to welcome in new 

riders, and it’s these true advocates of the sport that are bringing 

you this message. Whether you join one of their clubs or fi nd one 

closer to where you ride, these clubs realize that the future of trails 

and riding areas depends on the continued success of snowmobil-

ing’s grassroots network. 

THE 8 SHARED SECRETS

OF SNOWMOBILE CLUBS

SNOWMOBILE CLUBS COME IN MANY SHAPES, SIZES, FLAVORS AND COLORS
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YOU’VE PROBABLY HEARD IT BEFORE: Snowmo-

bile clubs are the reason that snowmobile trails exists. You 

probably also know that the people in the clubs and grassroots 

networks are most often the ones who work on varying levels 

to protect trails and public lands, and your right to ride. Clubs 

are also a great social outlet for like-minded people. 

Yes, most snowmobilers know all of that. But most snow-

mobilers don’t actually belong to a snowmobile club. There are 

all sorts of potential excuses — maybe you don’t know where 

to fi nd your local club, or maybe you’re an introvert and/or 

intimidated at some level. Maybe you just consider yourself a 

non-joiner, or maybe you have a preconceived notion of what 

belonging to a snowmobile club means. 

Chances are, however, that if you don’t belong to a snow-

mobile club, you probably just haven’t gotten around to joining 

one. Well don’t lump this in with dentist appointments, fi xing 

a dripping laundry room faucet, creating a will and other tasks 

you regularly put off – snowmobiling needs you! Quit being a 

freeloader and join a club this fall – either by contacting one 

of the clubs over the next three pages that are reaching out to 

you, or by fi nding a club in your riding area.  

To describe the benefi ts of joining a snowmobile club, we 

turn to a widely circulated column from the now-defunct 

Snowmobile Magazine, describing the Top 10 Reasons To Join 

A Snowmobile Club.  The list was compiled 20 years ago but 

it all still holds true today: 
10 Snowmobile clubs gain land access to create snowmo-

bile trails. Without the clubs securing land leases and 

paying insurance costs, no trails would cross private property, 

and that means the sport as we know it would not exist. All 

this takes time, effort and money.

9 Snowmobile clubs clear and create trails. After the land 

access is received, somebody has to clear away the brush, 

cut down interfering limbs, haul out trash and smooth the base 

of the trail. Club members also must build bridges over creeks, 

rivers and low spots, and that takes a lot of work and a lot of 

money. This is all done by volunteers who truly love the sport. 

Without these hidden heroes, the trails would not get cleared, 

bridges would not get built and most trails would disappear.

8 In most areas, snowmobile club members groom the 

trails, or hire the people who do. Sometimes these 

groomer operators get a token fee for their hard work, but the 

dollar-per-hour rate is menial at best. Again, these are more of 

the hidden heroes who spend their time in a slow-moving 

groomer, tending to the trails. Remember, if you are not a club 

member you have no right to complain about trail conditions.

7 While we’re talking trails, who do you think puts up all 

the stop signs, the directional arrows and the signs 

that tell you the distance to the next gas station or restau-

rant? If you said “the snowmobile clubs,” give yourself 10 

points and keep reading.
6 When funding is needed to pay for groomers, insur-

ance or trails development, do you know where that 

money comes from? Sure, the $15 or $20 people spend to join 

a snowmobile club helps, but in most states money also comes 

from snowmobile registrations and gas tax rebates. Why does 

our sport get this money from the state? Because our sport is 

organized. If the state snowmobiling association can talk 

about its 25,000 members, for example, and those members 

call their local lawmakers and ask for support, the funding has 

a much better chance of getting approval. Furthermore, it is 

the snowmobile clubs and state associations that fi ght the 

battles to open public lands to snowmobilers, and there is 

strength in numbers. Become one of those numbers.

5 With some clubs and associations, membership brings 

fi nancial benefi ts. There are often discounts at sponsor-

ing businesses, breaks on lodging and sometimes cheaper 

registration or trail permits from the state. 

4 Belonging to a club makes for better, safer snowmobil-

ing. Historically, surveys and accident statistics have 

shown that snowmobile club members have a much lower 

accident rate than non-club members. Why? Because club 

members tend to be conscientious, they tend to stress safety 

and they are aware of safe-riding issues.

3 Belonging to a snowmobile club provides a great social 

outlet for your favorite hobby. You can attend club rides 

or trips, go to club meetings, take part in club fundraisers or 

partake in off-season fun. Belonging to a club gives you a good 

opportunity to ride with different people, experience different 

areas and hang out with people who have similar interests.

2 Belonging to a snowmobile club makes you a part of the 

solution instead of a part of the problem. If you think 

the snowmobile trails should be groomed more often, that a 

certain trail should be rerouted or if you consider some section 

on the trail poorly marked, get involved. Most snowmobile 

clubs seek fresh opinions and want more feedback.

1 And the No. 1 reason to join a snowmobile club: It’s 

just the right thing to do. For all the reasons listed 

above and many more you should belong to a snowmobile 

club. The costs are minimal, the benefi ts are great and it is 

your responsibility to support the sport. It’s cheap, it's simple 

and it's right.

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“Do you belong to a snowmobile club?” It seems like a simple 
enough question – a yes-or-no answer would suffi ce. Yet too 
many people either B.S. their way through the answer or come up 
with an excuse as to why they don’t just sign up and do their duty. 

If you’re one of those people, this article isn’t intended to scold 
because you’re certainly not alone. Though no offi cial industry 
numbers are available, it is estimated that fewer than 25 percent 
of all North American snowmobilers belong to the clubs and 
associations that secure the land access, put in the trails and then 
groom and maintain them all winter, among other things. Hope-
fully that knowledge doesn’t give you an excuse to stay on the 
sidelines but rather inspires you to become part of the solution.

There are many reasons to join a snowmobile club – and 
many different levels of engagement among those members. 

Join For The Camaraderie 
 One great reason to join a snowmobile club is that you’ll sur-
round yourself with like-minded people. Hanging out with 
fellow snowmobilers is fun – it immediately expands your riding 
circle and puts you in touch with people who have similar expe-
riences and interests.  

Snowmobile clubs host club rides, organize fundraisers and 
hold social events. You’ll fi nd yourself participating in those big 
trailside weenie roasts, summer picnics and early-season trail 
opener gatherings that you’ve read about in magazines or seen 
on posters. Most clubs even make monthly board meetings fun 
– before and after the formal meeting, it becomes a social event 
where riders get together, swap stories, make riding plans and 
enjoy each other’s company. 

Club membership expands your riding circle. If you have 
a free day, you can almost always fi nd somebody to ride with 
– dozens of other enthusiasts are just an email, a social media 
post or a phone call away. Also, sometimes there are monetary 
benefi ts to club membership, including discounts on lodging, 
trail passes, insurance and more.  

Join To Help Out
Intrinsically you know it: Snowmobile trails don’t just appear 
like magic. And that person who drives the big rig through 
the woods and pulls the drag? He isn’t the Groomer Fairy, he’s 
often a club member or was hired by a club. 

While it’s true that in some locations government agencies 
do some of the grooming, the vast majority of the trail network 
is created, maintained, signed and groomed by snowmobile club 
members. That results in a lot of work and, at times, a lot of fun 
if you like being outside with friends. 

In areas where snowmobile trails cross private land, club 
members must appeal to each land owner whose property the 
trail crosses each year and get them to sign a land lease. Then in 
the fall, club members go out and prepare those trail corridors. 
It can be as simple as posting the trail signs and trimming back 
overgrown brush or downed trees, or as complex as bringing in 
heavy equipment to rebuild a trail base or build a bridge across a 
stream. Repairs are sometimes needed in the winter, and then the 
signs have to come out in the spring.  

All of this is quite a chore, but brushing trails and posting 
signs can also be a lot of fun. And, as you were told when you 
were a child, “many hands make light work.” If you can even 
help maintain a simple 3-mile section of trail, you will have 
helped the cause, put in some good, positive sweat equity and 
can claim it as your own when you ride on it this winter. 

Most snowmobile clubs also host youth safety training 
courses, lobby local and state offi cials for trail or backcoun-
try access, participate in charity events and spread goodwill 
throughout their community. They maintain grooming equip-
ment and insurance for the trails and train the groomer drivers. 

Join Because It’s The Right Thing To Do
While being a volunteer who attends meetings, chairs events or 
pounds signs into the ground every fall is what every snowmobile 
club needs, at the very least write out a check and mail it with a 
membership form to join a club where you ride. And do it every 
year. Big membership numbers help lobbyists who work on 
behalf of snowmobilers. There truly is strength in numbers. Clubs 
are also infl uential for establishing new trails and preserving exist-
ing trails because clubs often get businesses – which are powerful 
in communities – to jump on board.

So, even if you’re not a “joiner,” despise attending meetings 
or don’t have time at this point in your life to help out or attend 
the various social events, sign up because it’s the right thing to 
do.
